Widening Access to Legal Education and Introducing Evening
and Online Law Programs

It has been seven years since the new law school system was adopted.
When the new system was introduced, it was planned to abolish and
replace the old judicial examination. The supporfers of the old exam
scheme. however. argue for continuously maintaining the exam while
criticising the flaws of the law school system. One of the main
arguments against the law school system focus on the high educational
expenses and (he imaccessibility. This paper replies to such criticism
suggesting the establishment of evening and online law programs in order
o solve those problems under the current system Afier inquiring the
experiences of the U.S. on evening law schools, the paper proposes a
realistic plan for adopting new evening and online law programs in
South Korea. The pivotal role of the national open umvessity in this
respect is particularly emphasized. It advocates such new programs not
only for widening the door to legal education, but also for providing a
second chance and better democratic representation empowering those
under-privileged.

Standard 306. DISTANCE EDUCATION

(a) A distance education course is one in which students are separated from the faculty member
ar each other for more than one-third of the instruction and the instruction involves the use of
technology to support regular and substantive interaction amaeng students and between the

students and the faculty member, either synchronously or asynchronously.

(b) Credit for a distance education course shall be awarded only if the academic content, the
method of course delivery, and the method of evaluating student performance are approved as

part of the school’s regular curriculum approval process.

(c) A law school shall have the technological capacity, staff, information resources, and facilities

necessary to assure the educational quality of distance education.

(d) A law school may award credit for distance education and may count that credit toward the 64
credit hours of regularly scheduled classroom sessions or direct faculty instruction required by
Standard 311(b) if:

(1) there is opportunity for regular and substantive interaction between faculty member

and student and among students;

(2) there is regular monitoring of student effort by the faculty member and opportunity

for communication about that effort; and
(3) the learning outcomes for the course are consistent with Standard 302.

(e) A law school shall not grant a student more than a total of 15 credit hours toward the J.D.

degree for courses qualifying under this Standard.

(f) A law school shall not enroll a student in courses qualifying for credit under this Standard

until that student has completed instruction equivalent to 28 credit hours toward the J.D. degree.

(g) A law school shall establish an effective process for verifying the identity of students taking
distance education courses and that also protects student privacy. If any additional student charges
are associated with verification of student identity, students must be notified at the time of

registration or enrollment.
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Interpretation 306-1 Technology used to support a distance education course may include, for

example:

(b) One-way and two-way transmissions through open broadcast, closed circuit, cable, microwave,

broadband lines, fiber optics, satellite, or wireless communications devices;
(c) Audio and video conferencing; or

(d) Video cassettes, DVDs, and CD-ROMs, if the cassettes, DVDs, or CD-ROMs are used in a course

in conjunction with any of the technologies listed in paragraphs (a) through (c).

Interpretation 306-2 Methods to verify student identity as required in Standard 306(g) include, but
are not limited to (i) a secure login and pass code, (ii) proctored examinations, and (iii) other
technologies and practices that are effective in verifying student identity. As part of the verification
process, a law school shall verify that the student who registers for a class is the same student that

participates and takes any examinations for the class.

*69 Our experience with teaching bolh day and evening students reveals that same adjustments mist be made to effectively
teach LRW 10 cvening sidenis. Although day studenis lave ample opportunity to follow-up with the professor il they are
straggling with a concept, evening stindents have fir less nccess 1o their professors outside of the clissmoom.

Part-time evening students are a dynamic group of individuals who not only enhance our classrooms and our institutions, but
who challenge us to be better teachers to meet their unique needs. The remainder of this Article will deal with the best ways to
create a learning and teaching environment that benefits both students and LRW professors.
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*86 TV. Creating an Effective Learning Environment for Part-Time Evening Students
A. Suggestions to Achieve Best Programmatic Practices

The suggestions we make in this section deal with those changes that are not within the full control of legal writing professors.
These suggestions are not necessarily a “one-size™ fits all. Based on our experiences. however, these suggesied programmatic
practices could be implemented in one form or another in all pari-time evening division LRW programs.

1. Class Size

The number of students in each LRW class (and. by extension, the number that are assigned to any individual LRW professor)
is a concern when dealing with part-time studenis.

*101 B. Pedagogical Tips for Enhancing the Classroom Experience

The suggestions we make in this section deal with those changes that are within the control of legal writing professors. As with
our suggestions for the best programmatic practices, these are not necessarily “one-size-fits-all” solutions. and each individual
LRW professor needs to determine what is best suited for his or her students. However, implementation of these suggestions
can enhance the students' learning experience and the professor's teaching experience.

Certainly these tips will also enhance the leamning experience for day-division students. However. these suggestions are
important for evening students because of their limited access to their professors outside the classroom. Unlike day students,
who can attend office hours several times in a semester if necessary, evening students may never get to office hours because of
their daytime responsibilities. This limited access to faculty is the major reason why the evening LRW course must be designed
for maximum effectiveness and efficiency, regardless of the students' generational differences, learning styles, work schedules,
or familial responsibilities.

For some evening students who give law
schionl thoir very best effort, oll of the pressures of attending school st might while working foll-time during the doy noy. resuft
i Minal product that is not what professors would expect froim their fop day <division students. Expenenced LEW professors
who are teaching in the evening for the fist tine may potice thal, on average, the carly assignments produced by their eveming
siudents are not al the level typically expected from the day-division =120 studenis they have mught over the vears. The
evening stodents may take o linle longer and require additional sepetition before the “light bulb™ moments occur. However,
lthough it meay ke loager, the students will sccomplish the conmse goals and many will excel.

6. Projecting Confidence

Within the mix of studcms cnrolbed inan evening LEW section. there nuy be a fow older students who are quite accomplished
in iheir carcers: Especially for vounger proficssors, teaching older. more expencnced studeni= can be intlmidazing. However.

As a large part of instructor’s evaluation s based on class discussion, absences will affect the student’s grades and may result in a failing grade.
Students are expected to attend all classes.
