Law school is a professional graduate school that offers a three-year mas-
ter's degree program that provides specialized legal theory and practical
education to individuals with various academic backgrounds in order to
provide quality legal services that are in line with the diversified and global
era.
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The Law School system was introduced as a new legal professional training
system to overcome the limitations of the existing law education system,
which was centered on the judiciary exam and had limitations in terms of
the closed nature of law education and the insufficient training of legal pro-
fessionals. In the past, lawyers were selected through the judiciary exam.
However, there were criticisms that under the structure of a single judiciary
exam, university education was conducted with a focus on judiciary training
courses for judges and prosecutors, which led to limitations in producing
specialized and global lawyers in various fields. Moreover, as there was no
limit on the number of exam attempts, there were many so-called "exam
nomads," which led to a depletion of social capabillities. In response, the law
graduate school system was introduced in 2009 after more than 80 public
hearings and forums over 10 years, led by the Judicial Reform Promotion
Committee since 1995.
