It would be equivalent to the medical school students being
trained while directly treating the patients.
Through the legal clinic litigation, the law school students rep-
resent their clients who could not afford the legal representa-
tion, for free of charge.
At the same time, the law school students strengthen their
practical skills by actually providing legal advices and preparing
complaints and briefs.
